1-5You’ve forced me to talk this way, and | do it against
my better judgment. But now that we’re at it, | may as
well bring up the matter of visions and revelations that
God gave me. For instance, | know a man who, fourteen
years ago, was seized by Christ and swept in ecstasy to
the heights of heaven. | really don’t know if this took place
in the body or out of it; only God knows. | also know that
this man was hijacked into paradise—again, whether in or
out of the body, | don’t know; God knows.
